Practical information on parallel sessions

Schedule

Parallel sessions will run for two days maximum, on Tuesday and Wednesday. CAPIF will be handled in the breakout session. FRMCS/MONASTERY and possibly other topics (e.g. MCSMI or MCCI) will be handled in the main session. The exact start time for the split on Tuesday and the exact end time for the split on Wednesday are TBD. 

The objective of the two parallel sessions (main session and breakout session) will be to review all input contributions on their agenda once. Once this is done, this will close the corresponding session, i.e.

· Normal revisions will only be handled starting from Thursday, when the whole group is together, 

· If CAPIF breakout session completes review of all initial CAPIF contributions ahead of schedule, delegates are free to join the main session or do something else,

· If main session completes review of all initial documents on the agenda for main session ahead of schedule, delegates are free to join the CAPIF breakout session or do something else.

If some documents cannot be handled by one or two of the parallel sessions according to schedule, these documents will be put on the agenda for later in the week, most likely on Thursday.

If anything common to the whole group needs to be scheduled on Wednesday afternoon or evening, the whole group will reconvene after the parallel sessions.

Authority of the two parallel sessions

The two parallel sessions will be able to: 

· agree CRs or approve pCRs, and allocate revision numbers for documents that need revisions, 

· pre-agree or pre-approve easy revisions. 

While it would be possible for the two parallel sessions to discuss proposals for WIDs updates, agreement on these (or on their revision) will be deferred to when the whole group is back together. 

Similarly, the parallel sessions would be able to discuss draft outgoing LSs, but approval on these (or on their revision) will be deferred to when the whole group is together, unless there is an urgent LS to send out in which case we will provide enough information to the other session to allow interested participants to check the draft LS before it is sent out. 

Proposals for new WIDs would in any case be discussed on Thursday, i.e. with the whole group.

MCC support

Bernt’s support will be dedicated to the main session. He will continue to take minutes from the discussion, to help with Tdoc numbers allocation, and to provide support to the main session for any issue where his expertise is needed. There will be no online MCC support in the breakout session. As a consequence:

· In order for the breakout session Chairman to be able to allocate new Tdoc numbers, for revisions or new Tdocs, Bernt will allocate a range of Tdoc numbers to the breakout session before the breakout session starts. At the end of the breakout session, any unused Tdoc numbers can be recycled in the main session.

· There will be no detailed reporting as such from the breakout session. In order to get some indication of main agreements or main controversial/blocking points, breakout session Chairman will record some notes in breakout session Chairman’s notes, and these notes will be stored regularly in the local server, e.g. at lunch and in the evening.

The merge of agendas and notes from the two parallel sessions will be done on Wednesday evening, and this will form the basis for Thursday start.

Review of parallel sessions outcomes

On Thursday, when we start reviewing revisions for work items or study items which were handled in parallel sessions, Chairman will quickly ask the group if there is any issue with agreements or approvals that were reached so far.
