IWF in MC system
An IWF may be deployed in the same system as the MC services. 
Figure 9.1-1 shows a deployment where the IWF is part of the MC system. Interworking groups are defined in the GMS in the MC system. The IWF-3 interface between the IWF and the group management server is based upon CSC-2. In this configuration, IWF behaves as a group management client.

IWF as a peer system

An IWF may be deployed as a peer system to the MC system. Both systems would have their own group management server. Interworking groups can be hosted on the IWF system, on the MC system or some groups on each.
Figure 9.2-1 shows a deployment where the IWF is a separate system. The interworking groups may be defined within the IWF and if so, are accessed using the IWF-3 interface as if they are defined in a peer system's group management server. The IWF-3 interface is based upon the CSC-7 interface.

For interworking groups defined on the group management server within the MC system, the IWF behaves as a peer group management server. The IWF-3 interface is based upon CSC-7.
