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1. Introduction
Linked group is an alternative for an Interworking group. Group linking exists e.g. in TETRA standards. 
Group linking is done by static configurations in the GMS and IWF (the exact means of configurations are out of scope of TS23.283). Note that Solution#3-6 from TR23.782 is not reused in this proposal i.e. no “temporary group” or “group re-group” procedures are needed.

3.1
Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1].
Group Linking:  a method of achieving interworking between MC system and LMR system by statically linking two groups – one from each system - together. The linking is performed by configuations in GMS and IWF. Each of the linked groups only consists of users within the same system and users affiliate/attach to the group directly in their own system. Group affiliations/de-affiliations are not transmitted between the systems. One of the linked groups (systems) is defined as the controlling group (system) taking care of the floor control.
Interworking: A means of communication between mission critical systems and LMR systems whereby MC users obtaining service from a mission critical system can communicate with LMR users who are obtaining service from one or more LMR systems.
Interworking function: Adapts LMR Systems to mission critical systems via the IWF interface and supports interworking between LMR systems and mission critical systems. 
Interworking group: A group, which is composed of group members from MC system and LMR system and defined in MC system or LMR system.

Linked group: 
LMR system: The collection of applications, services, and enabling capabilities required to provide LMR service for a mission critical organization. 
LMR user: A user of an LMR service, who has a device with the capability to participate in LMR services. The term LMR user is defined for discussion purposes only and is out of scope of the present specification.

Group linking between MCPTT system and LMR system
To achieve interworking between MCPTT system and LMR system, Group Linking can be used as an alternative for the Interworking groups.
In case of linked groups, group affiliations/de-affiliations are handled locally in each of the linked groups i.e. will not be sent between the systems.
Linking of groups between MCPTT system and LMR system is achieved by configuration in the Group Management Server and in the IWF. The exact means to perform these configurations are out of scope of this document.
One of the linked groups is defined as the controlling entity, which is taking care of the floor control.
