This contribution proposes the CAPIF core function APIs
2. Reason for Change
In the TS 23.222 the clause 8 captures the procedures and information flows which corresponds to all the interactions between the entities in the CAPIF. CAPIF also support CAPIF APIs on the northbound side and on the east bound side according to the functional model described in subclause 6.2.
Significant progress has been made at stage 2 level for 5G system in 3GPP SA2. 3GPP's 5G system adopts a service based architecture where interaction amongst 5G system entities is based on RESTful API principles. To specify the service aspects at stage 2 level, 3GPP SA2 is adopting a common document structure as seen in clause 5 of TS 23.502 (Procedures for 5G system).

How to group the API and  related API operations for CAPIF APIs?

Rule 1: The API operations acting on the same underlying resource are grouped under the same API. E.g. The API operations publish_service_API, unpublish_service_API, update_service_API can be grouped under Publish API.

Rule 2: Even though Rule 1 is satisfied if the API operation is not relevant to a consumer, it is grouped into another API. E.g. The API operation discover_service API act on the same underlying resource of the Publish API but are not relevant to the consumer of the Publish API. Hence, discover_service_API can be grouped into Discover API.

It is proposed to describe the CAPIF APIs provided by the CAPIF core function as per the above proposed template and rules.
