MC system identity (MC system ID)

The MC system ID is a globally unique identifier representing a set of MC service users and MC service groups. It indicates the MC system within which those MC service users and MC service groups are defined.

The MC system ID is used as follows:

a) For identifying the access information for an MC system for the purposes of migration;

b) For identifying a user profile which is valid for use when migrating to a partner MC system;

c) For identifying group configuration information relevant to a partner MC system for the purposes of interconnection; and

d) For identifying partner MC systems from which interconnection is possible for an MC service group.
