Due to limited of time functional aliases were only introduced for a limited set of MCPTT group calls in Rel-15:

Other MCPTT call types or MC services were not addressed. 

According to stage 1 requirements the use of functional aliases shall be generic, i.e. the use of functional aliases is as well applicable for MCVideo and MCData communication.
MCData procedures described in 3GPP TS 23.282 [10] for which functional alias shall be supported:

-
One-to-one short data service (SDS), group SDS, on and off network SDS,

-
File distribution (FD) upload, FD download, one-to-one FD, group standalone FD, on and off network FD,
-
Transmission and reception control and conversation release.
A new key issue is proposed to address functional aliases for MCData.

Key issue X – Functional alias support for MCData
According stage 1 requirements the use of functional aliases shall be applicable to all MC services, i.e. also for MCData.

MCData procedures are described in 3GPP TS 23.281 [10] for which functional alias shall be supported:

One-to-one short data service (SDS), group SDS, on and off network SDS (3GPP TS 23.281 [10] subclause 7.4)
-
File distribution (FD) upload, FD download, one-to-one FD, group standalone FD, on and off network FD (3GPP TS 23.281 [10] subclause 7.5))
-
Transmission and reception (3GPP TS 23.281 [10] subclause 7.6)

-
Control and conversation release (3GPP TS 23.281 [10] subclause 7.7)
For none of the above MCData services functional alias is supported.

Gaps:

· Identify for which MCData services the use of functional alias is useful and shall be applicable.
· Elaborate the impacts of multiple associations of one functional alias as a single functional alias can be associated with multiple MC service users
