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1. Introduction
Due to limited of time functional aliases were only introduced for MCPTT group calls in Rel-15:

-
Pre-arranged group calls

-
Chat group calls
Other calls or communication types were not addressed. 

But according stage 1 requirements the use of functional aliases shall become generic, i.e. functional aliases shall be applicable to all MCPTT communication types, not only within regular MCPTT group calls.
MCPTT procedures are described in 3GPP TS 23.379 for which functional alias can be supported:
-
Emergency group calls, imminent peril group calls, for emergency alerts, group calls using broadcast, for temporary group calls
-
Private calls and private emergency calls
-
Ambient listening, remotely initiated calls
-
Calls using off-network mode of communication
A new key issue is proposed to address the those call types which were not specified in Rel-15.
2. Reason for Change
According stage 1 requirements the use of functional aliases shall be enabled beyond MCPTT group calls.

Key issue 6 – Additional communication types using functional aliases
Editor's note: Functional aliases were introduced in Rel-15 and the support of functional aliases within MCPTT group calls was specified. Other call or communication types were not addressed. According stage 1 the use of functional aliases shall be generic and applicable to all communication types, which requires definition of proper key issues:

Key issue X – Functional alias support enhancements for MCPTT
In Rel-15 functional aliases were specified for the following MCPTT group calls:

-
Pre-arranged group calls, and
-
chat group calls.
Other MCPTT call or communication types were not addressed. According to stage 1 requirements the use of functional aliases shall be generic as there were required in TS 22.280 [2], i.e. functional aliases shall be applicable to all MCPTT communication types not only within regular MCPTT group calls as today.

In 3GPP TS 23.379 [7] other MCPTT procedures are described for which functional alias support can be supported:

Emergency group calls (3GPP TS 23.379 [7] subclause 10.6.2.6.1)

Group calls using broadcast (3GPP TS 23.379 [7] subclause 10.6.2.5.2)

Temporary group calls - user regroup (3GPP TS 23.379 [7] subclause 10.6.2.8)

Private calls and private emergency calls (3GPP TS 23.379 [7] subclause 10.7)
-
Ambient listening call (3GPP TS 23.379 [7] subclause 10.14)
-
Remotely initiated calls (3GPP TS 23.379 [7] subclause 10.16)

Calls using Off-network communication mode (for various call types)
Gaps:

· Identify for which additional MCPTT call types the use of functional alias is useful and shall be applicable.
· Identify which modifications to existing procedures are necessary or create new procedures as required.
· Elaborate which configuration data is needed to support the generic use of functional aliases for those MCPTT call types using functional aliases.
