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Introduction

This contribution proposes rules for a jacket competition to be held during SA6 #24, Osaka, Japan

Objective

To provide amusement for SA6 delegates by wearing a jacket displaying poor fashion sense during some or all of SA6 #24.
Definitions

Jacket: An outer garment extending either to the waist or the hips, typically having sleeves and a fastening down the front.

Rules

The competition is open to all delegates, male and female

The jacket should cause amusement to delegates, e.g. by illustrating poor fashion sense or caricaturing the wearer or the wearer's nationality.

The jacket shall not cost more than US$10 (or equivalent price in local currency at the inter-bank exchange rate at time of purchase).  Proof of purchase shall be presented to prove the purchase price.  Jackets need not be new.

The jacket shall be unmodified following purchase except for any minor adjustments to size, i.e. it shall not be decorated to improve its effect.

The jacket shall not cause offence to any delegate nor to the meeting hosts.  For example, slogans or pictures which may cause offence to any delegate of any nationality shall not be permitted.  Jackets which are part of a military or paramilitary uniform shall not be permitted.  Caricaturing another nationality to that of the wearer is strongly discouraged.
Exclusion 1:
Offence to fashion sense is excluded from this rule.

Exclusion 2:
Caricaturing British or American national characteristics is permitted by any delegate.

Selection of winning entry
The winner will be chosen by a show of hands of delegates that have not entered the competition.  Delegates should consider amusement value and poor fashion sense in making their judgement.

Prize

The winner shall buy beer or another acceptable drink for each the losing entrants.

A suitable trophy may be provided by the vice chairmen.
