Justification

Stage 1 requirements for discreet listening and for logging of MC services in TS 22.280 and TS 22.281 are as yet unfulfilled, but are essential for mission critical users and required for update of mission critical services. Both discrete listening and logging will require media and call related information to be provided to an entity that is additional to those taking part in a call, and therefore require architectural enhancements to achieve this. Logging also requires information not related to a call to be presented to an additional entity.
It is necessary to study the impact of these requirements on the MC services architecture, and to propose additional enhancements where needed to fulfil these requirements.

This study will seek to identify architectural enhancements to the MC services architecture to fulfil the stage 1 requirements for discreet listening and logging.
