2. Reason for Change
In SA6#23 there were a discussion on the MC services in IOPS if the eNB that is IOPS capable is completely or partly isolated from the network. This pCR introduce a requirement for this. The requirements in TS 22.346 subclause 4.1 states the following:
An Isolated E-UTRAN is characterized by having no, or a limited, backhaul connection. In particular, the Isolated E-UTRAN feature enables services to be provided to Public Safety Ues in the following backhaul scenarios (see also Table 4.1-1):

No backhaul;
-

Limited bandwidth signalling only backhaul;
-

Limited bandwidth signalling and user data backhaul.
