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1. Introduction

According to sub-clause 10.1.5.5 of TS 23.280, Dynamic data associated with a group includes e.g. "Affiliation status of each MC service ID of the group corresponding to the MC service and the Contact URI(s) from which the user affiliated". According to the same sub-clause, the dynamic data is "known to the MC service server and provided when requested".
2. Analysis
On this subject, SA6 specifications are inconsistent.

TS 23.280 defines a procedure "for subscription and notification for dynamic data associated with a group" – see sub-clause 10.1.5.6.2. This is defined as a procedure between MC service client and MC service server, Group Management Server (GMS) is not involved. 

However, in TS 23.280 – sub-clauses 10.8.x - the group (de)affiliation status is updated also to the GMS. Information flows to update the status to the GMS do exist (sub-clauses 10.8.2.5 and 10.8.2.10) but there are no information flows to fetch that data out from the GMS.
In the other SA6 specifications (TS 23.379, TS 23.281, TS 23.282, TS 23.283) this functionality – i.e. update of group (de)affiliation status to GMS - is not consistently used.

3. Summary and proposal

Affiliation status is dynamic data that is known to the MC service server and does not belong to GMS.

No reason has been identified why this dynamic information should be maintained in two places (MC service server and GMS). This would obviously also lead to several issues, including:

· issues with data synchronization
· extra signalling load. As clients can subscribe to group configuration data, adding dynamic data into group configuration may lead to huge amount of signalling when the group configuration would be sent to all group members after every single affiliation/de-affiliation to that group.

Furthermore, SA6 specifications are inconsistent on utilizing this functionality.
It should also be noted that this functionality is not included in stage3 specifications.

It is proposed to correct all SA6 specifiations to be consistent with the basic definition i.e. affliation status is dynamic data and dynamic data is maintained in MC service server.
