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1. Overall Description:

SA6 thanks SA3 for LS S6-180975/S3-181952 in which SA3 requested that SA6 remove the procedures ‘Temporary group call - user regroup’ and 'Temporary group – broadcast group call' from Rel-14 and Rel-15 MCPTT specifications as these procedures cannot create secure communications.  SA6 also thanks CT1 for LS S6-181030/C1-184907 in which CT1 explained that stage 3 procedures will not be developed for these procedures in Rel-15.

SA6 would like to inform SA3 and CT1 that SA6 has decided to remove the procedure for ‘Temporary group call - user regroup’ from 3GPP TS 23.379 for Rel-14 and Rel-15, and has added a note to the procedure for 'Temporary group – broadcast group call' in 3GPP TS 23.379 for Rel-14 and Rel-15 to indicate that there is no security solution for the procedure. The applicable CRs are 23.379 CR0139 (Rel-14) and CR0140 (Rel-15).
SA6 has created 3GPP TS 23.379 CR0146 to reinstate the procedure for ‘Temporary group call - user regroup’  for Rel-16 as a basis to develop the solution further, so that procedures which can have security solutions can be developed.
