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1. Introduction
This pCR proposes a key issue for discreet listening related to service selection.
2. Reason for Change
The following single requirement is listed in 3GPP TS 22.280 for discreet listening, and applies to all services:
[R-6.15.1-001] The MCX Service shall provide a mechanism for an authorized MCX User to receive MCX Service Group or Private Communication transmissions from any MCX User within their authority without noticeable impact on or knowledge of the MCX User.
There is no differentiation by service, so it can be assumed that all services may be required by the authorized user for discreet listening. As the request for discreet listening will be made by MC service clients on the authorized user's behalf, in practice the authorized user will be able to select the services at the macro level by choice of which MC service client the authorized user makes use of to commence the discreet listening process. It is however uncertain whether further granularity is required, especially within the MCVideo and MCData services.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 23.784 v0.1.0.

Key issue x:
Selection of MC service for discreet listening
The single requirement for discreet listening [R-6.15.1-001] provided in 3GPP TS 23.280 [2] and reproduced in Annex A of the present document requires that all group or private communication transmissions from the target MC user are to be subject to discreet listening by an authorized MC user.

In practice, selection at the MC service level will automatically take place, as the MC service clients for each MC service will be used to place the discreet listening requests on behalf of the authorized MC user, for example if the authorized MC user only places the discreet listening request using an MCPTT client, only MCPTT transmissions will be available to the authorized MC user.
Within the MCVideo and MCData services, there are a number of separate services available and it is not clear whether the authorized MC user would wish to automatically receive content involving the target MC user within these separate services; for example whether the authorized MC user would require to receive MCData SDS transmissions but not MCData file upload and downloads.

Editor's note:
It is also not clear from the requirement for DL of 'transmissions from an MC user' should also include transmissions received by the MC user.
Issues:
-
Whether there should be granularity of discreet listening within each MC service, or whether all services within each MC service should always be provided to the authorized MC user following a request for discreet listening of a target MC user within an MC service.
Editor's note:
One way of resolving both this issue, and whether the intent is to include transmissions received by the target MC user, would be an LS to SA1.
