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Abstract: The paper presents various options for SA6 2020 meeting calendar, and seeks endorsement for the proposed meeting dates.
1. Introduction

Various 3GPP groups have initiated planning for 2020 meetings. TSG SA, TSG RAN, and RAN WGs have already secured their meeting dates. Similarly, considering that 2020 is not too far away, it is important that SA6 meeting calendar is also prepared and agreed. This will help us begin identifying potential hosts for the meeting as early as possible.
2. Discussion

According to SP-180235, which was endorsed during SA#79, the guidance to 3GPP WGs is to resume holding a maximum of 6 ordinary meetings from 2H2019 onwards. Following this recommendation, it is suggested that SA6 only plan for 6 meetings in 2020. This will also ensure that there is sufficient preparation time between the meetings.
Proposal #1: SA6 to schedule 6 ordinary meetings during the year 2020
The attached spreadsheet provides the agreed dates for SA plenary meetings and RAN WG meetings. It also includes the draft meeting dates from SA3, SA4 and SA5. 

Here are some basic principles that need to be taken into consideration:

1) Keep a minimum of 2 weeks after plenaries (this is required for MCC to implement the approved CRs), at least 1 week before each plenary (for preparation of SA6 Chairman report and contributions for submission to the plenary) 
2) Minimum of 5 weeks between SA6 meetings

3) No conflict with major holidays (Chinese New year, Easter, Korean Chuseok, Diwali, US Thanksgiving, etc.)
4) Co-location is preferred (if possible)

Based on the above principles, we can derive the following 3 options (with no possibility of 2 ordinary meetings in Q4):

Option 2 (2-1-2-1):

Option 3 (1-2-2-1):

Week 7: SA6#35
Week 17: SA6#36
Week 23: SA6#37

NOTE1: In all 3 options, there is a potential to co-locate at least 4 meetings with other SA WGs (e.g. SA3, SA4, SA5). 

NOTE2: CT groups normally schedule their meetings after SA WGs finalize the schedule.
Proposal #2: Based on the pros and cons of each option, it is recommended to choose Option 2 since it provides a good distribution of meetings between 1H and 2H2020, and there is only 1 meeting that is very close to the SA plenary.

2) Select Option 2 (2-1-2-1) for the meeting schedule i.e.
