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1. Introduction
Functional aliases offer an alternative addressing scheme, i.e. an alternative to MC service IDs which always point to specific MC service users, whereas functional aliases are considered as a functional role. The functional role can be permanent, or part time assigned to a certain MC service user. Building groups by help of functional aliases, i.e. grouping functional roles for a group communication is beneficial.
The text proposal below suggests adding a new key issue on supporting functional aliases for group management.

Key issue X – Group management support functional aliases
Group management procedures are specified in 3GPP TS 23.280 [8] subclause 10.2. The procedures do not support the use of functional aliases. The lack of support causes issues for e.g. temporary MCPTT group calls, which are built on group creation procedures in conjunction with group call procedures.
