1. Introduction
The contribution clarifies the concept of discreet listening and addresses the key issue for discreet listening towards an MC service group.
2. Reason for Change
The TS 22.280 addresses:
	6.15.1
Discreet listening capabilities

[R-6.15.1-001] The MCX Service shall provide a mechanism for an authorized MCX User to receive MCX Service Group or Private Communication transmissions from any MCX User within their authority without noticeable impact on or knowledge of the MCX User.


The capabilities of discreet listening include that an authorized user can perform listening towards a group on its group communication transmissions. A practical case is that a dispatching officer who is authorized by the Administrator in an organization,  needs to monitor or listen the communication activities of a department or a team in the form of a group (e.g. group chat, group data sharing).
The key issue is raised below for discreet listening towards an MC service group.
Besides it is proposed to rectify the definition of discreet listening by adding the group as the target.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TR 23.784 v0.3.0.

3.1
Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1].

Discreet listening:
A means for an authorized user to be provided with the communications of a target user or group, without any user in the communications being aware.

Migrated MC system:
The partner MC system to which an MC service user has migrated, and in which that migrated MC service user is receiving MC service.

Security Domain: A set of MC users who share common security requirements and policies for their communications.

Key issue x: Discreet listening towards an MC service group

The target of discreet listening can be an MC service group. An authorized user shall be able to perform discreet listening towards an MC service group on its group communication transmissions.
Whether the listener and the target user or group to be listened are authorized for discreet listening is decided at business level (i.e. non-technical level). The authorized user (the listener) is aware of a list of target groups that allow him to listen to, and the members of the target groups may be aware if the group is auhorized to be listened and may be aware who is authorized to listen to this group.
The discreet listening towards a group can take place at the group communication starts, or can be placed in an on-going group communiation. The authorized user can start and stop receiving the listening content of a target group based on pre-defined conditions (e.g. triggers, configurations), and may receive the group communication transmissions by on-demand manner.
The authorized user (listener) can be within the home MC service system of the target group, or can be in a different MC service domain of the home MC system of the target group.
The following issues need to be further studied:
· The discreet listening models describing the entities that provide discreet listening content, the entities that request discreet listening, the entities that receive discreet listening content, and the relationship of these entities.
· The configuraitons that are needed for the authorized user to gain access to the discreet listening content, the entities where the configurations are defined.

· The procedures that allow the authorized user to perform discreet listening by pre-defined and on-demand manner.
· The procedures and configuraitons that allow the authorized user to perform discreet listening towards a group defined in an inter domain MC system.
