Solution description

7.x.1.1
General

This solution addresses key issue #5 described in subclause 5.5 on communication priority for functional aliases. The relevant requirement is [R-5.9a-016] defined in 3GPP TS 22.280.

Communication priorities in conjunction with functional aliases can be handled by the MC service server without additional interactions with the MC service client, as the functional alias is provided (or activated) by the MC service client anyway. The MC service server is pre-configured to associate the provided functional alias with a certain priority, which then allows the MC service server to arbitrate parallel communications and may require the MC service server to use a certain QCI for the LTE bearer transmitting the call or communication. How the MC service server associates the functional alias with a priority and subsequently with a network resource is implementation specific. Same applies for communications when no functional alias is used, or other priority rules like for call types are to be considered.
