Parallel sessions – General guidelines:
Schedule
Parallel sessions will run for a maximum of two days and shall only be scheduled on Tuesday and Wednesday. The exact start time and end time for parallel sessions will be determined after the Tdoc submission deadline (with both sessions scheduled with the same start and end time).

The objective of the two parallel sessions (i.e. main session and breakout session) is to review all input contributions on their respective agenda (i.e. initial review), after which the corresponding session will conclude their business. Revisions will be handled outside of parallel session, unless the revisions can be pre-agreed or pre-approved with minor/simple online edits. If either of the sessions complete their activities ahead of their schedule, delegates may join the other session. If some documents cannot be handled within the parallel sessions in the stipulated time, those documents will be handled when whole group will reconvene after the parallel sessions.

Authority of the parallel sessions

pre-agree or pre-approve easy revisions i.e. with simple and acceptable online edits!

MCC support

MCC (Mr. Bernt Mattsson) support will only be dedicated to the main session. In order for the breakout session Chairman to be able to allocate new Tdoc numbers (for revisions or new Tdocs), Bernt will allocate a range of Tdoc numbers to the breakout session before the breakout session starts. At the end of the breakout session, any unused Tdoc numbers can be recycled in the main session.

Also, there will be no detailed reporting as such from the breakout session due to MCC limitation. However, in order to get some indication of main agreements or main controversial/blocking points, breakout session Chairman will record key notes in breakout session Chairman’s notes, and these notes will be stored regularly in the local server, e.g. at lunch and in the evening. The merge of agendas and notes from the two parallel sessions will be done on Wednesday evening, and this will form the basis for Thursday start.

Review of parallel sessions outcomes

After the merging of agendas from the two parallel sessions, the SA6 Chairman will ask whether there is any concerns with the agreed CRs or approved pCRs from the parallel sessions. If no concerns ae expressed, the outcomes from parallel sessions will be considered final.
