Private call interworking with LMR systems

When the IWF is the target of a private call, the IWF might not be capable of handling the parameters of the offered private call. For example, an LMR system might not be capable of private calls without floor control. The IWF can respond to private call request with an indication of the private call parameters that it does support. The calling MCPTT client or MCPTT server may re-initiate the private call with parameters that the IWF supports. Refer to  3GPP TS 23.283 [20] for more information.
