V2X UE identity (V2X UE ID)
The V2X UE ID is a unique identifier within the V2X service that represents the V2X UE. The V2X UE ID is mapped to the StationID as specified in ETSI TS 102 894-2 [15]. The V2X UE ID is used to address the V2X UE in order to send V2X messages.
Editor's note:
The privacy aspects of mapping V2X UE ID to Station ID is FFS.




Whenever the StationID, the V2X UE ID should also change to address the privacy aspects as governed by the V2X service provider.
