Key issue x - Managing non-public network
3GPP TS 22.261 [2] describes the network capability exposure requirements for managing non-public network by the MNO’s Operations System, enable a 3rd party to manage its own non-public network and its private slice(s) in the PLMN in a combined manner, offer automatic configuration services to non-public networks.

5G-ACIA white paper “5G Non-Public Networks for Industrial Scenarios” [X] describes four NPN Network deployment scenarios: standalone non-public network (isolated deployment), non-public network in conjunction with public networks which include Shared radio access network, Shared radio access network and control plane, NPN hosted by the public network. The specific NPN deployment scenarios can impact how OTs can operate and manage the

NPN. It requires ability of OTs to monitor the NPN in real time include Network, device and service QoS. The white paper also requires ability of OTs operate and manage the NPN and its functions, such as the ability to create, delete, configure, monitor and troubleshoot dedicated NPN functions in order to meet the OTs’ service needs.
