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1. Background
The TR 23.796 has studied the solution (solution 4) for private calls using functional aliases. In the solution the existing MCPTT private call procedure is used. However in TS23.379, the functional alias of the called party is not included in MCPTT private call request message.
In current TS23.379, the MCPTT first-to-answer call is the only procedure to support the functional alias private calls, which specifically deals with the case where the first-to-answer rule is applied for the called functional alias with multiple users.
This paper is to discuss the scenarios and solution for functional aliases.
2. Discussion
The current suolution first-to-answer call is initially used for a single MCPTT user logging on multiple clients, which implements differently from the server to the clients. 
It is possible in railway scenarios certain criterias apply on selecting the right user for a called functional alias to connect the private call. For example, the train conductor calls the station administrator (which is used as functional alias and could be shared by multiple natural person in each station respectively) when approaching the station, in this case the location is the criteria to choose the right user for the private call. Such criteria is initially configured by functional alias controlling role server within an MC service system.
Refer to the Figure 1 as an example, there are 3 roles:
· Jack is the train conductor;

· Tom is the station administrator in station 1;

· Jerry is the station administrator in station 2.

The train conductor Jack calls the station administrator, which is the functional alias. When the train is in station 1, the Jack should call Tom. When the train is in station 1, Jack should call Jerry.

The TR 23.796 has given the solution 4 for this scenario. Figure 7.4.1.2-1 below illustrates the private call setup procedure.

However in TS23.379, the functional alias of the called party is not included in MCPTT private call request information flows. This paper suggests adding the parameters in TS23.379.
3. Conclusion and Suggestion
Suggestion: in TS23.379, add the functional alias of the called party in the information flows of MCPTT private calls, and add descriptions in the MCPTT private call procedures to support functional alias as called party.
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
