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1. Introduction

The Release 17 WID on MC services support on IOPS mode of operation (MCIOPS) was agreed in SA6#31 and approved in SA#84. 

As described in the WID MCIOPS (S6-191232/SP-190480), the SA6 objectives are the following:

1. Develop normative changes to existing technical specification(s) based on the identified solutions and conclusions captured in 3GPP TR 23.778, including (but not limited to):
a) Defining the functional model of the MC service architecture for the IOPS mode of operation,
b) Addressing MC system data synchronization aspects for the IOPS mode of operation,

c) Determining a list of MC users connected to the IOPS MC system.
This contribution is presented to provide an overall work plan by listing the main issues/features to be addressed during this work item.

Rel-17 MCIOPS achievements
The following main issues/features are to be addressed by the WI MCIOPS:

1. Definition of the IOPS functional model

2. Definition of the architecture model for the IOPS mode of operation

3. Definition of required IOPS related configuration data

4. IOPS MC system synchronization aspects

5. Definition of procedures to be utilized on the IOPS mode of operation 

6. MBMS support on the IOPS mode of operation

7. Switching to/from an IOPS MC system

8. Considerations for bearer management on the IOPS mode of operation

9. Other aspects, assumptions and considerations related to the support of MC services on the IOPS mode of operation

The following aspects can also be considered but need to be addressed by other 3GPP working groups.

1. High level IOPS registration aspects (authentication and authorization on the IOPS MC system). To be fully addressed by SA3

2.1 
Specification of MCIOPS
All common aspects for the support of MC services on the IOPS mode of operation are going to be addressed in specific clauses in 3GPP TS 23.280, e.g. a new clause for the IOPS functional mode. 

Other aspects specific to an MC service are going to be specified in the corresponding MC service TS, i.e. in 3GPP TS 23.379, 23.281 and 23.282.
