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1. Introduction
This document introduces architectural requirements for Enabler Server discovery and registration.
2. Reason for Change
As described in key issue #2, the Edge Enabler Server may not be available at all geographic areas. So the UE needs information about availability of it before attempting to connect to the Edge Enabler Server.
As it will not be practical to pre-configure the information for all the areas, the UE should be able to discover the Edge Enabler Servers as and when needed. Further to keep the system secure, the client and the Edge Enabler Server need to ensure that that the communication is with legitimate entities. Further, as the UE needs to avail services from the Edge Enabler Server, it should register on the Edge Enabler Server and establish identities to ensure operations.

Key Issue 2: Edge Data Network discovery and registration
The deployment of Edge Data Network may not be available at all the locations due to operational constraints. For certain applications, before attempting to avail edge computing services the UE needs to determine the availability of an Edge Data Network at the UE's location.

An authorized UE shall be able to discover Edge Enabler Server. 

[AR-5.x.2-b]
A UE and an Edge Enabler Server shall be able to mutually authenticate each other.
[AR-5.x.2-c]
A UE shall register on the Edge Enabler Server before accessing the services provided by the Edge Enabler Server.
[AR-5.x.2-d]
The UE shall be able to authenticate the Edge Enabler Server before requesting registration.

[AR-5.x.2-e]
The Edge Enabler Server shall be able to authenticate and authorize the UE before accepting registration.

[AR-5.x.2-f]
The Edge Enabler Server shall be able to notify relevant changes to a registered UE.
