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Abstract: This input provides discussion material, and a proposal for SA6 meeting calendar for year 2021, and as well as a new adhoc meeting in the year 2020.
1. Introduction

Various 3GPP groups have initiated planning for 2021 meetings. Specifically, TSG SA/RAN/CT, and RAN WGs have already secured their meeting dates. Similarly, considering that 2021 is not too far away, it is important that SA6 meeting calendar is also prepared and agreed. This will help us begin identifying potential hosts for the meeting as early as possible. Please see attached spreadsheet for the agreed dates for TSG and RAN WGs meetings (and information on major holidays).
2. Discussion

Here are some basic guidelines that have been adopted in preparing the proposed 2021 meeting calendar:

1) Blacked out 2 weeks before and after the plenary. This is really essential for us to be prepared for the plenaries, and providing sufficient time for our secretary (Bernt Mattsson) to implement the approved CRs following the plenary. The only exception is SA6#45 where we have only one week before the plenary (this could not be avoided without provdiing sufficient break in the summer time!).

2) To continue with the agreed principle which was endorsed in SP-180235 (SA#79), it is suggested that we do not exceed 6 ordinary meetings per year. 
3) Introduced 2 adhoc meetings as a placeholder (see proposal #1). We discussed this aspect during our last meeting (SA6#32). We may reduce it to one adhoc meeting, and if we do so it is suggested we keep the adhoc in October 2021 since this will be closer to Rel-18 stage 2 freeze. Also if the group decided we remove the May adhoc now, we can push back SA6#43 by two weeks (i.e to the week of May 03rd) to keep balanced spacing between the meetings (see proposal #2).
4) This proposal results in a 2-1-2-1 format i.e. similar to 2020.

5) Finally, it is also proposed that we introduce an adhoc meeting in 2020 (Q4 – week of Oct 12th)  Currently, we only have 6 ordinary meetings scheduled for 2020. See proposal #3.
