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1. Introduction

The Release 17 WID on MC services support on IOPS mode of operation (MCIOPS) was agreed in SA6#31 and approved in SA#84. 

As described in the WID MCIOPS (S6-191232/SP-190480), the SA6 objectives include to develop the normative changes on existing technical specifications. However, this contribution is presented to propose addressing the related work on a new technical specification (TS).
2. 
Discussion

As captured in 3GPP TR 23.778 and also described in S6-191394 (SA6#32 contribution), the support of MC services on the IOPS mode of operation includes specifying different aspects. These aspects, as proposed in the WID MCIOPS, can be addressed on the existing mission critical TSs. Some initial related aspects were already addressed within new clauses in 3GPP TS 23.280 and agreed in SA6#32. 

However, other aspects would need to be addressed within existing clauses related to other operation modes. These modifications would require in some cases to specify that only some parts within a clause apply for the IOPS mode of operation. This would lead to have long clauses which would be difficult to clearly understand. For instance, as captured in 3GPP TR 23.778, only some architecture requirements and services shall be supported on the IOPS mode of operation. Furthermore, additional new clauses would need to be created which apply only for the IOPS mode of operation.
Therefore, it is proposed to revise the WID MCIOPS to address the related work on a new, separate, TS. This would lead to reference aspects which are already specified in existing TS though. Nevertheless, it would provide a clear specification of all the aspects that only apply to the support of MC services on the IOPS mode of operation.

Proposal 1 It is proposed to revise the WID MCIOPS to address the related work on a new, separate, TS.
Based on Proposal 1, a revised WID MCIOPS and a TS skeleton are proposed in S6-191768 and S6-191754, respectively.
Also, based on Proposal 1 and considering that seven (7) CRs related to the WID MCIOPS were already agreed in SA6#32, it is then proposed to un-agree/not pursue these agreed CRs. Instead, the content of these CRs is, therefore, included in pCRs to be implemented in the new TS to address the WID MCIOPS work, respectively. The corresponding pCRs are presented in agenda item 10.2.
Proposal 2 It is proposed to un-agree/not pursue the following CRs related to the WID MCIOPS which were agreed in SA6#32: 0212 (S6-191433), 0213 (S6-191434), 0214 (S6-191435), 0215 (S6-191563), 0216 (S6-191562), 0217 (S6-191564), 0218 (S6-191565). Instead, the content of these CRs is included in pCRs to be implemented in the new TS, respectively.
3. Conclusion

Based on the discussion in section 2, the following is proposed for the WID MCIOPS:
Proposal 3 It is proposed to revise the WID MCIOPS to address the related work on a new, separate, TS.
Proposal 4 It is proposed to un-agree/not pursue the following CRs related to the WID MCIOPS which were agreed in SA6#32: 0212 (S6-191433), 0213 (S6-191434), 0214 (S6-191435), 0215 (S6-191563), 0216 (S6-191562), 0217 (S6-191564), 0218 (S6-191565). Instead, the content of these CRs is included in pCRs to be implemented in the new TS, respectively.
