General

The following subclauses define identities and commonly used values that are used in this technical report.

x.1
Edge Enabler Client ID

The Edge Enabler Client ID uniquely identifies the Edge Enabler Clients registered on the Edge Enabler Server.

x.2
Edge Enabler Server ID

The Edge Enabler Server ID is the FQDN of that Edge Enabler Server and each Edge Enabler Server ID is unique within PLMN domain.

x.3
Edge Application Server Category

The Edge Application Server Category identifies the applications with similar characteristics or service type, for e.g. video streaming applications, gaming, real-time, virtual reality etc.

x.4
Edge Application Server ID

The Edge Application Server ID identifies a particular application, for e.g. YouTube, WhatsApp etc.

x.5
Edge Application Server Instance ID

The Edge Application Server Instance ID identifies a particular instance of an Edge Application Server in a particular Edge Data Network.

x.6
Application Client Category

The Application Client Category identifies the client side of applications with similar characteristics or service type, for e.g. video streaming viewers, gaming clients, real-time clients, virtual reality etc.

x.7
Application Client ID

The Application Client ID identifies the client side of a particular application, for e.g. YouTube viewer, WhatsApp client etc.

x.8
Application Client Instance ID

The Application Client Instance ID identifies a particular instance of an Application Client in a particular UE.

x.9
UE ID

The UE ID uniquely identifies a particular UE within a PLMN domain. Following identities may be used:

GPSI, as defined in 3GPP TS 23.501 [02].

UE Location
The UE location identifies where the UE is present. It provides consistent definition of the UE’s location across the UE and network entities. Following values may be used:

For UEs that are connected via the 3GPP connection - Cell Identity, as defined in 3GPP TS 23.003 [06].
