In addition, the European Union requires by 2022 caller location information to authorities handling emergency calls. This regulation targets the public emergency call to a European wide emergency call number, like ‘112’. In order for first responders to receive this location information the dispatcher of emergency calls needs the capability to insert the location information into the MC system.
