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1. Overall Description:

SA6 is developing a Technical Report on an application architecture for enabling edge applications communicating over 3GPP networks. Aspects of the study include identifying architecture requirements (e.g. discovery of edge services, authentication of the clients), supporting an application layer functional model and corresponding solutions to enable the deployment of applications (Edge Application Servers) on the edge of 3GPP networks, with minimal impact to the associated applications on the UE. 

At our meeting SA6#33, 2nd – 6th September 2019, we have accepted a contribution adding a key issue pertaining to Lifecycle Management of application layer entities within the Edge Data Network, namely Edge Application Server(s) and the Edge Enabler Server, along with the associated Edge Data Network Configuration Server.
Since network management is the responsibility of SA5,  SA6 would like to know if SA5 considers the management and lifecycle management of applications to be within SA5’s current scope and terms of reference.
The key issue is described under the attached pCR that is accepted for inclusion in 3GPP TR 23.758.
