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1. Introduction
When Edge Enabler Clients request information from the Edge Data Network Configuration Server they need to provide the list of Edge Application Servers that are required by the Application Clients in the hosting UEs.
The list is maintained by receing information from each Application Client. The information can be provided either during the installation of the Application Client or when it is launched. Providing the information upon installtion is preferred because it is less frequent than Application launches and enables Edge Enabler Clients to be provisioned prior to Application Clients launches and pre-fetch the desired information in advance.

This solution is for the update of the Edge Enabler clients upon installation or uninstallation of Application Clients.

2. Reason for Change
This is the only solution for updating Edge Enabler Clients upon installation and/or uninstallation of Application Clients.
4. Proposal

It is proposed to agree to the suggested new solution and include it in 3GPP’s TR 23.758.

7.x3.1.1
General

The following solution corresponds to key issues: #1, #4, #7, #8, #9, #10 and #13, 

When the Edge Enabler Clients obtain information from the Edge Data Network Configuration Server about the desired Edge Application Servers, they need a list of the IDs of the Edge Application Server and (if supported) KPI information required by Application Clients for fulfilling QoS purposes.

The Edge Enabler Clients maintain this list of Edge Application Servers by getting updates from Application Clients when they are installed and when they are uninstalled.
This solutions details procedures for:

-
Edge Application Server update upon Application Client installation; and
-
Edge Application Server update upon Application Client uninstallation.

Edge Application Server update upon Application Client installation

Procedure
Pre-conditions:

1.
The Application Client installation package must include the ID of the Edge Application Server it connects to.
2.
The Application Client installation package may optionally include KPI information to be used for future selection of the appropriate Edge Application Server instance.

1.
The Application Client’s installer registers with the Edge Enabler Client. It provides the ID of the Edge Application Server it will connect to, and optionally a list of KPI ranges that are required for the desired QoS.

2.
The Edge Enabler Client updates its internal data structure and creates a resource that will be used for removing the Edge Application Server information once the Application Client is uninstalled.
3.
The Edge Enabler Client responds with the URI of the resource it created.

4.
The Application Client stores the URI as part of the uninstallation package.

Pre-conditions:

The Application Client’s installer had registered with the Edge Enabler Client during installation and had stored the URI for uninstallation.

The Application Client’s uninstaller sends a request to the Edge Enabler Client to de-register using the URI that was provided during installation.
2.
The Edge Enabler Client updates its internal data structure and deletes the resource that was generated for this purpose.
3.
The Edge Enabler Client responds with an acknowledgement.
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
