10.13.X.1
General

The MC service client performs binding of functional aliases with MC service IDs for use in private communications to be stored as dynamic data in the MC service server. Once a functional alias is bound with a MC service ID for use in private communications, no other functional alias is used for private communications with the MC service ID unless the functional alias is unbound towards the MC service ID. After an MC service log-off the binding between functional aliases and MC service IDs for use in private communications is deleted.
NOTE:
Only one functional alias per MC service ID can be selected. If more than one MC service user has selected the same functional alias, the MC service server takes decision how to deliver the communication request (i.e. use first-to-answer call model or select a MC service ID).
