Terms

For the purposes of the present document, the terms given in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in 3GPP TR 21.905 [1].




Edge Application: An application program consumed by the end user and operated with the Edge Hosting Environment.
Edge Application Instance: An abstraction of the resource object of an Edge Application that can be provisioned to and requested by the user. 
Edge Application Server Instance: A set of independent applications, resource and configurations that can be uniquely identified in an Edge Application Server.
Edge Enabler Service: A collection of functionalities offered to Edge Applications to enable the use of edge computing capabilities of mobile networks through the Edge Hosting Environment. 
Edge Enabler Service Instance: The composing entity of an Edge Enabler Service that is created and configured to run over the Edge Hosting Platform.
