Scope

The present document is a technical specification capturing the architecture for enabling edge applications over the 3GPP networks. The technical specification includes architecture requirements, application layer architecture supporting the architecture requirements and procedures to enable the deployment of applications on the edge of 3GPP networks, with no impact to edge-unaware applications on the UE and minimal impact to edge-aware applications on the UE.
