Justification

A new stage-2 work item is required in Release 17 to capture architectural and procedural enhancements for stage-1 MCPTT requirements that are not implemented or partially implemented in previous releases. Some of these requirements (which are not implemented or partially implemented) have been further studied by SA6 e.g. discreet listening and logging in TR 23.784, Mission Critical services access aspects in TR 23.778, location enhancements for mission critical services in TR 23.744.
ETSI has completed 4 MCX Plugtests and has shared Plugtest report to 3GPP, identifying issues in Mission Critical specifications.
The list of features for which MCPTT architecture needs to be further specified include (but not limited to):

a.
Impacts related to MCPTT user login and logout, for a MCPTT user logged into multiple devices;
b.   Enhancements for discreet listening support in on-network;
c.
Enhancements for Logging and audit support in on-network and off-network;
d.
Location enhancements for on-network and off-network;
e.
Impacts related to MCPTT service priority and load management;
f.
Impacts related to MCX Plugtest identified issues.
Stage 1 requirements for MCPTT are contained in both 3GPP TS 22.179 and 3GPP TS 22.280.

Objective

The objective include:

1.
Identify requirements which are not fully supported in stage 2 MCPTT specification Release 16 and older versions, for all items (a) through (f) included in clause 3 – Justification;

2.
Analyze stage-2 specification to identify requirements that are partially supported; and 

3.
for all those requirements identified in objective (1) and (2): 


a.
Whenever required, specify the MCPTT architectural requirements, information flow, procedures and configuration parameters


b.
Whenever required, specify the updates to specifications based on Plugtest report.
