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1. Overall Description:

SA6 has discussed the split of work responsibilities between SA2 and SA6 as proposed by SA2 and has the following feedback:

-
SA2 has responsibility for the 3GPP system architecture and procedures

SA6 agrees.

-
SA6 has responsibility for the application-layer architecture and solutions identified by SA6

SA6 agrees.

-
DNS-based EAS discovery and related enhancements are in the scope of SA2. Application layer EAS discovery is in the scope of SA6. Any conflict between these two methods will be resolved in coordination between SA2 with SA6

SA6 agrees that DNS-based EAS discovery and related enhancements in 5GC are in the scope of SA2 and SA6 also acknowledges that development of URSP and DNAI-based solutions are also in the scope of SA2. There is likely a definition difference regarding EAS between SA2 and SA6. Specifically, SA2 likely models the EAS as a system architecture entity identified by a destination IP address. SA6 models the EAS as an application layer entity which has application layer identity and capabilities. The SA6 EAS is associated with a destination IP address.

-
Any potential related overall architecture impacts related with 5GC exposure to application layer are in the scope of SA2.  Potential Edge-related modifications to NEF API are in the scope of SA2, but SA6 may add additional information to be exposed by the 3GPP network. Documentation of those will be eventually done in SA2 specifications (TS 23.501, TS 23.502). 

SA6 agrees.

-
Edge-related modifications to CAPIF are in the scope of SA6.

SA6 agrees.

-
Study of deployment scenarios are in the scope of both SA2 and SA6. The impact of certain deployment scenarios may require co-ordination between SA2 and SA6. The 900-series TR that SA2 is planning for edge deployment guidelines is under responsibility of SA2.

SA6 acknowledges the removal of the Release 17 work-task for SA2 to document the deployment scenarios and guidelines in a 900-series TR. SA6 is planning to document deployment scenarios and guidelines related to SA6 specifications in an informative annex of TS 23.558.
