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1. Introduction
This contribution proposed a function model to support UE to UE direction communication in FF application layer.
2. Reason for Change
In 3GPP TS 22.104, it is required that “the 5G system shall be able to support direct wireless communication (ProSe) between a group of UEs for periodic deterministic communication (both unicast and multicast) with respective service performance requirements in Table 5.2-1 (related to cooperative carrying)”.  So, new reference points are needed to support UE to UE direct communication in FF application layer without a FF server.  
3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TR 23.745 v0.6.0.

In order to support FF UE x direct communication to FF UE y in application layer without involvment of FF server, FF application specific client x （which resides on FF UE x）will direct interact with FF application specific client y (which resides in FF UE y) via FFA-2 reference point and the FAE client x （which resides on FF UE x）will direct interact with FAE y (which resides in FF UE y) via FFA-2 reference point of FF server.
