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1. Overall Description:

SA6 thanks SA5 for the reply LS in S5-197752 which asked us to keep SA5 informed of issues resulting from this work that may need OAM involvement.
At SA6#35 we have discussed the attached TDoc on Lifecycle Management and concluded that many of the implied operations may relate to SA5 and not SA6. We therefore ask SA5 the following;

1) Does SA5 consider that any of the following application layer LCM operations from S6-200236 are within the scope of SA5?
a. On-boarding an Edge Application Server; 

b. Deleting an Edge Application Server;

c. Instantiating an Edge Application Server;
d. Terminating an Edge Application Server;
e. Change of state of an Edge Application Server (e.g. start, stop, pause, resume).
2) Does SA5 consider that some LCM operations for Edge Applications could follow similar procedures already specified for LCM of mobile networks that include virtualized network functions (with necessary modifications if needed) as per the TS28.52x series of specifications?
3) Does SA5 plan any work on LCM for Edge Applications in Release 17?
In addition, SA6 informs SA5 that the target for completion of our specification for this (TS23.558) is September 2020.
