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1. Overall Description:

In 3GPP TS 23.287, member ID is defined as "An identifier uniquely identifying a member in the Application Layer managed group and that is managed by the V2X application layer". It is also specified that the member ID if provided by the V2X application layer is provided to the AS layer by the V2X layer.
For V2X application support layer defined by SA6, the group member is uniquely identified using a V2X UE ID as specified in 3GPP TS 23.286 (V2XAPP) or more generally a VAL UE/user ID as specified in 3GPP TS 23.434 (SEAL), which is a URI.
Following clarifications are required:

Q1: if the V2X UE ID or the VAL UE/user ID can be used as a member ID?
Q2: If a group member leaves, should the member IDs of the remaining group membership change?

Q3: Similar to Q2, if a group member joins, should the member IDs of the latest group membership change?
