Lifecycle management

In order to ensure efficient deployment of applications in the Edge Data Network, a management architecture can provide lifecycle management operations such as:
-
On-boarding an Edge Application Server which would typically be instantiated as an Edge Application Server (in subsequent requests);

-
Deleting an Edge Application Server;

-
Instantiating an Application instance (from a previously installed Edge Application Server) as an Edge Application Server;
-
Terminating an Application an Edge Application Server;
-
Requesting to change the state of an Edge Application Server (e.g. start, stop, pause, resume); and
-
Subscribe to get notifications about the status of an Edge Application Server.

An interface between the management architecture and the Application architecture for enabling edge applications shall support notifications which would trigger operations on the EES. Examples of those notifications include termination of  EAS which would trigger related de-registration (of the EAS) from the EES.
