Cardinality rules

6.5.1
Application Client (AC)

The following cardinality rules apply for Application Clients:
a)
zero or more ACs may be located in one UE;
b)
an AC can only communicate with one EEC at a time.


6.5.2
Edge Enabler Client (EEC)

The following cardinality rules apply for Edge Enabler Clients:
a)
a UE can contain one or more EEC;
b)
an EEC may communicate with one or more ECSs for a single AC; 
c)
an EEC may communicate with one or more EESs for a single AC.

6.5.3
Edge Configuration Server (ECS)

The following cardinality rules apply for Edge Configuration Servers:
a) there will be only one ECS per PLMN or ESCP;
NOTE: An EEC may communicate with ECSs of several ECSPs and/or ECSs in more than one PLMN
b) there will be no communication between different ECSs;
c)
an ECS may communicate with one or more EESs.

6.5.4
Edge Hosting Environment (EHE)

The following cardinality rules apply for Edge Hosting Environments:
a)
an EHE shall be located within the span of a single DN;

b)
a DN may host zero or more EHE.


6.5.5
Edge Enabler Server (EES)

The following cardinality rules apply for Edge Enabler Servers:


a)
an EES may communicate with one or more ECS.


6.5.6
Edge Application Server (EAS)

The following cardinality rules apply for Edge Application Servers:
a)
an EAS can communicate with only one EES.
