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1. Introduction
This pCR adds to subclause 8.2 the definition of an EES profile and improves the description of EAS service area.It also modifies the definition of the Edge Enabler Server Registration request to use the newly defined EES profile.
2. Reason for Change
As more and more information elements are added to the list of EES information elements, it makes sense to define a profile for the EES. This is also consistent with the existing definitions of profiles for other entities.
