8.3
Service provisioning

8.3.1
General

Service Provisioning allows the Edge Enabler Clients to be configured with information about available edge computing services, based on the hosting UEs location, service requirements, service preferences and connectivity. This procedure provides Edge Enabler Clients with the necessary address information for establishing connections to Edge Enabler Servers. Two models for service provisioning procedures are supported:

Request/Response model; and
-
Subscribe/Notify model.
8.3.2
Procedures
8.3.2.1
Service provisioning – Request/Response model
Pre-conditions:

1.
The Edge Enabler Client has been pre-configured or has discovered the address (e.g. URI) of the Edge Configuration Server. 

2.
The Edge Enabler Client has been authorized to enable the communication with the Edge Configuration Server. The UE Identifier is either preconfigured or resulted from a successful authorization.

The authorization procedure required to enable communication with the Edge Configuration Server is FFS.
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Figure 8.3.2.1-1: Service provisioning – Request/Response model
1.
The Edge Enabler Client sends a provisioning request to the Edge Configuration Server. The request message may include the UE identifier such as GPSI and credentials received during EEC authorization procedure and Application Client Profile information.

2.
Upon receiving the request from the Edge Enabler Client, the Edge Configuration Server performs an authorization check to verify whether the Edge Enabler Client has privileges to perform the operation. The ECS may utilize the capabilities (e.g. location) of the 3GPP core network as specified in clause 8.N.2. The Edge Configuration Server determines the Edge Enabler Server(s) matching Application Client Profile(s) (or Application Client Profile IDs) provided in step 1. The Edge Enabler Server also determines other information that needs to be provisioned, e.g. identification of the Edge Data Network, service area information, Edge Enabler Server endpoints. 
3.
The Edge Configuration Server responds to the Edge Enabler Client by sending Edge services configuration information, e.g. identification of the Edge Data Network, service area information (for LADN), and the information for establishing a connection to the Edge Enabler Server (e.g. URI, IP address).

If the Edge Data Network configuration information includes an LADN DNN as an identifier for the Edge Data Network, the Edge Enabler Client considers the LADN as the Edge Data Network. Therefore, the service area of Edge Data Network is the LADN Service Area which can be discovered using the UE Registration Procedure. 
8.3.2.2
Service provisioning - Subscribe/Notify model
Figure 8.3.2.2-1 illustrates the service provisioning subscription procedure between the Edge Enabler Client and the Edge Configuration Server.

Pre-conditions:

1.
The Edge Enabler Client has been pre-configured or has discovered the address (e.g. URI) of the Edge Configuration Server. 

2.
The Edge Enabler Client has been authorized to enable the communication with the Edge Configuration Server. The UE Identifier is either preconfigured or resulted from a successful authorization.
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Figure 8.3.2.2-1: Service provisioning - Subscription 

1.
The Edge Enabler Client sends a provisioning subscription request to the Edge Configuration Server. The request message may include the UE identifier such as GPSI and credentials received during EEC authorization procedure and Application Client Profile information.

2.
Upon receiving the request from the Edge Enabler Client, the Edge Configuration Server performs an authorization check to verify whether the Edge Enabler Client has privileges to perform the operation. The ECS may utilize the capabilities (e.g. location, user plane path management) of the 3GPP core network as specified in clause 8.N.2. The Edge Configuration Server determines the Edge Enabler Server(s) matching Application Client Profile(s) (or Application Client Profile IDs) provided in step 1. The Edge Enabler Server also determines other information that needs to be provisioned, e.g. identification of the Edge Data Network, service area information, Edge Enabler Server endpoints. The Edge Configuration Server stores a service provisioning subscription information corresponding to the EEC and UE information, if not already subscribed.
3.
The Edge Configuration Server responds to the Edge Enabler Client by sending Edge services configuration information, e.g. identification of the Edge Data Network, service area information (for LADN), and the information for establishing a connection to the Edge Enabler Server (e.g. URI, IP address).

If the Edge Data Network configuration information includes an LADN DNN as an identifier for the Edge Data Network, the Edge Enabler Client considers the LADN as the Edge Data Network. Therefore, the service area of Edge Data Network is the LADN Service Area which can be discovered using the UE Registration Procedure.
Figure 8.3.2.2-2 illustrates the service provisioning notification procedure between the Edge Enabler Client and the Edge Configuration Server.
Pre-conditions:

1.
The Edge Enabler Client has performed the procedure as specified in clause 8.3.2.2-1.
2.
The DNAI information related to the Edge Data Network is available at the Edge Configuration Server.
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Figure 8.3.2.2-2: Service Provisioning - Notification
1.
When an event (e.g. DNAI change via user plane path management event notifications) that satisfies the triggering conditions specified in the subscription occurs, the Edge Configuration Server may determine the Edge configuration information that needs to be provisioned to the Edge Enabler Client based on UE's location related information (e.g. DNAI).
2.
The Edge Configuration Server sends a provisioning notification to the Edge Enabler Client with the Edge configuration information available at the ECS.
