Key issue x – Authorisation for connection of non-3GPP devices with gateway UE functions

A control mechanism for connecting non-3GPP devices with gateway UE functions is needed as not all devices should be connected with all gateway UE functions. An authorized usage of gateway UE functions by clients and users is needed as well as a control mechanism on how many gateway UE functions can be used by the same MC service user/client. If a connection related temporary identifier and an explicit login procedure is required (e.g. for traffic routing) needs to be clarified.
List of key issues:

· Clarify how to authorize the use of non-3GPP devices by the gateway UE function.

· Clarify how to control MC service user/client use of multiple gateway UE functions and to control the related traffic aggregation.

· Clarify whether there is a need for an explicit login procedure and assignment of a connection related temporary non-3GPP device ID.
