The UE location identifies where the UE is located. It provides consistent definition of the UE's location across the UE and network entities. Following values are examples that can be used:

Cell Identity, as defined in 3GPP TS 23.003 [11]; or

TAI (Tracking Area Identity), as defined in 3GPP TS 23.003 [11].
