7.x.1.1
General
This solution corresponds to the key issue #7 on device onboarding. 
3GPP TR 23.700-07 [x] studies key issue #4 (UE Onboarding and remote provisioning) and several solutions on this key issue. In conclusion, it is suggested to pre-configure the Provisioning Server (PS) address, SO-SNPN identity, DNN/NSSAI on the UE for remote provisioning for SNPN credentials. And for remote provisioning for PNI-NPN credentials, there is FFS to provide PS address and DNN/NSSAI to UE.

The FAE capabilities (FAE client and FAE server) can utilize configuration management service procedure (e.g. VAL UE configuration data) of SEAL to pre-configure the Provisioning Server (PS) address, SO-SNPN identity, DNN/NSSAI on the UE to support remote provisioning for SNPN credentials or PNI-NPN credentials.
