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1. Introduction
This contribution introduces an EAS discovery filters flag provided to the EEC.
2. Reason for Change
It's optional for the EEC to include the EAS discovery filters in the EAS discovery request while it may be a required information as per the ECSP policy. 
This flag when provided in the service provisioning response, service provisioning notification or the EEC registration response will indicate to the EEC that it needs to include the EAS discovery filters when interacting with a particular EES. Otherwise, the first EAS discovery request sent to the EES may fail, wasting resources.

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 23.558 v1.0.0.
