Edge Enabler Client ID (EECID)

The Edge Enabler Client ID is a globally unique value that identifies the Edge Enabler Clients. 

For each deployed EEC in a specific UE, the EECID is created during its installation, by the installer.

Since there may be multiple EECs in a UE, the EECID of each one must be unique. It is advised to use a unique value that is associated with the UE to ensure uniqueness among all UEs and a value that is associated with the time and date of the installation to ensure uniqueness within the UE itself.
