This contribution clarifies the EEC ID.
2. Reason for Change
The current EEC ID is defined as follows :

Edge Enabler Client ID (EECID)

The Edge Enabler Client ID is a globally unique value that identifies the Edge Enabler Clients. 

The EEC can be provided by any Provider (e.g. google, Alibaba).
The EEC could be integrated with an application client, or as standalone application serving multiple application clients, or integrated with mobile OS.

An UE can have one or multiple EECs.
As a standalone application, EEC ID is used to identify such application (e.g. such application can be downloaded from Apple AppStore). 

As an integrated application component, EEC ID may be the same as AC ID.

If EEC is integrated with mobile OS (e.g. google Android OS), it is not likely that this EEC ID (of the same Provider) is different on differnet UEs.
It is proposed to update EEC ID definition.
