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1. Introduction

This contribution introduces an EAS discovery filters flag in the EES profile.

2. Reason for Change

Some EES mandatorily require EAS discovery filters from the EEC to successfully process the EAS discovery requests; and may not be able to process the EAS discovery requests if the request does not contain EAS discovery filters. Requests of an EEC that cannot provide EAS discovery filters in the EAS discovery request will always fail if sent to such EESs. 

To avoid the unnecessary failure and wastage of resources, this flag when provided as part of the service provisioning information informs the EEC as to which EES will not be able to process the request without the EAS discovery filters. Using this information, the EEC which cannot provide the EAS discovery filters can selectively avoid aforementioned EESs.
