2. Reason for Change
There might be duplicated initiation of application context relocation procedures from entities. To prevent this, EEC and EAS provides their capacity on triggering ACR with the EES, respecively via EEC registration and EAS registration. Once the EES percieves the respective capability of EEC and EAS, the EES is aware of which entity will trigger the ACR procedure. Additionally, the EES can be decide and instructs triggering entities.
